· Both partners need to send in individual entry forms.

SCORING:

· We will be using the 3 x 21 point rally scoring system.

FEES:

· $5 entry fee, can use toward any purchase, except beverage, at GGBC on the tournament day(s).

· T-shirt fee can be pre-order at approximately $15, entry fee waived with pre-ordering.  

· Please arrive early to complete the payment and check-in process.

Prize and Raffle:

· Wilson, the company, will sponsor prize for winners.  We are still discussing the details

SHUTTLES:

· There will be Wilson Topline 80 shuttlecocks available for purchase at the tournament through the GGBC Pro Shop.

 FOOD:

· Drinks and snacks will be sold at the GGBC Pro Shop.  Restaurants can be found nearby in Menlo Park as well.  Food IS allowed in the GGBC1 facility.

PARKING:

· There is parking available at the GGBC1 facility.  

ENTRY DEADLINE:

· All entries and fees must be e-mailed or registered online by 11:59pm of Wednesday, July 16th to be guaranteed in the draw. 
Rules:

Thomas Cup Style: 

· 2 rounds: 1st round is Round Robbins, it used as seeding.  2nd round is ladder, used to determine winner.

· Each company will play Round Robbins format with all the companies.  Total of 15 sets of 3MD, 1WD and 1XD.

· After 1st round Round Robbin is done, we will calculate the point:  the winning team gets 1 point, and the losing team gets 0 points.

· We appromixate 240 mins to finish 3MD, 1WD and 1XD; that is average 30 min per game. 15 games * 240 mins = 3600 mins; 3600 mins / 60 = 60 hours.  There are 5 games in a set, so it will take 4 hours to finish 1 complete set between 2 companies.  Since we have 6 companies (we might have 7 if Sun decide to join as well), there will be 15 sets of games.  Total time is 60 hours.  For example, if we start at 8:00 am, we should able to finish it by 11:00pm.

· After 1st Round Robbins, we will have few scenarios:

· For example, we have 5, 4, 3, 2, 1, 0 ranking
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· Then if all agree to play two days, then second days we will play the "Play off".  Each company will select their best players to compete in the ladder format.  There will be 5 sets of game, 3MD, 1WD and 1XD, in the ladder format.  #3 vs #6, #4 vs #5, #1 vs if#3, #2 vs if#4, if#1 vs if#2.
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· If we have tied, then we will use total scored points from each match to distinguish the ranking.

· The Second round will occupy 2 courts.  There are 3 levels in the ladder.   240 minutes * 3 = 720min; 720min / 60 min = 12 hours

· Total time it will take about 13 hours (Round Robbin) + 12 hours (ladder) = 25 hours
