6. Age Groups: (The birth year will be taken as the criteria for the age, e.g. one who was born in 1958 is 50 years of age.)

7. Methods of Entry

 7.1 Chinese all over the world who are 25 years old in the year of 2008 and healthy are eligible to compete.

 7.2 There is no limit on the number of players of each team. And each team could enter 1beam manager and 2 coaches.

7.3 The maximum events for each player are allowed to enter is 3events and the competition system should be decided according to the number of entries. Players of the higher age group could play in the lower age group events, but lower age group players are not allowed to play in the higher age group events.
7.4 Only after 5 years of retirement should a professional player is allowed to enter the Professional Groups. The non professional players who were the first and second ones in the past competitions could enter the Professional Groups as will.

7.5 Players are to carry their registration certificate with them in case of being checked to play. Players who haven`t registered could register when they are check in.
7.6 All participants must be in good health condition and willing to participate in this tournament. The organizer should not be held responsible for any injury and sickness that happened during the tournament. (Except insuring unexpected injury insurance during the tournament unfriendly.)
8. Methods of Competition
 8.1 The span of age for each group is 5 years.
8.2 For all the Age Groups, Men`s singles, Men`s Doubles, Women`s Singles, Women`s Doubles, Mixed Doubles, Couple`s Doubles (take the husband`s age as the criteria) will be played except Mixed Age Groups and Mixed Triples Groups.
8.3 Mixed Triples Groups
 8.3.1 There are three players (2 men, 1 women or 2 women, 1 men) for each side. 2 players stand in the front and 1 player stands in the bank for each side. The player who stands in the bank has no right to serve the ball.
 8.3.2 The service area and the competition area are the same as the Doubles.
 8.3.3 The players who stand in the front serve the ball by turns. But the serving side could serve one ball each time. (The same as Doubles)
8.4 The scoring system to be played in all age groups should be 21 points of which 
Only the serving side can add a point to its score. A match is decided by one 
game, and both sides should change ends when a side first scores 11 points. If 
the scores becomes 20-all, there is no setting for the game and the side which 
scores 21 points wins the game.
9. The designated balls for the competition are supplied by the Organizing Committee.
10. Awards: The Top 6 players in each group event will be awarded. Where there are less than 7 players in a group, the number of players to be awarded will be subtracted by one.
11. Entry and Check in
 11.1 All teams are required to fill out the Entry Form (Download Address: www.ynqtzx.com/ymq) and submit the form by the methods as following:
  11.1.1 Send it to the Yunnan Provincial Instruction Center For Public Physical Training before 30st August 2008. The postmark date will be taken as the date for the submission the entries.

 11.2 The date for the second submission of entries is before 15th October 2008.
 11.3 All name list of entries will be published on the official website and the 
federation website on 20th October 2008. The entrants who have objections of 
the entries should raise the objections before 31st October 2008 to the 
Organizing Committee. Any objections will not be accepted after the deadline.
 11.4 Alteration to the entries should not be accepted after the confirmation of the second submission. If there is any necessary alteration, the Organizing Committee must be informed one day before the Team Manager Meeting, Any alteration will not be made after the deadline.
 11.5 The entry fee, ￥60 RMB each person, must be paid when the entry form submits.
 11.6 All teams are required to check in on 13th November 2008. The Team Manager and Coach Meeting will be held at 16:00 on the same day.
 11.7 The departure date is 17th November 2008.
12. All teams are to pay their own expenses on transportation, accommodation and 
medical service.
13. For detail information on tour lines and accommodation, please read the “Entry Manual”, then fill out the correlated form which is required to submit with the Entry Form after completion and pay 20 percent fee of the tour line in advance.
