C. 3P (3-player versus 3-player) Events: Participants are limited to only one entry.
1. Combined Age 200 Woman-player aged 60 and above; man-player aged 65 and above
2. Combined Age 220 Woman-player aged 65 and above; man-player aged 70 and above

IV. Rules of 3P Events:
 
A. Players: Each entry consists of 3 players, one woman-player + two man-players; or, two woman-player + one man-player, hereafter called “the team/ a team”.
B. Positioning: A team posts in one side of court with two players in front designated as player “A” and player “B”. One player posts in the rear of court designated as player “C”. A team competes with an opponent team which posts in the opposite half of the court; likewise, two in front and one in rear. Practically, player ”C” should be the strongest or the youngest of the team.
C. Service court: Apply the same rules as of the regular double event.


D. Serving and receiving: Player “C” has no right to serve but can help player “A” or player “B” to receive the long service from opponent team.

E. Scoring system: One game only, no Setting, the game won’t be ended until each team scores 21 points 
V. Rules And Regulations 


A. Age will be determined by legal identification document. 
 eg 2008-1983=25 years old, participant who was born in and after 1984 is not qualified for entry except for family events. 
                       


B. Entries are compulsory to take part in Open Events, when
Two entries in pairs were all National team members or either one has taken part in the World Championships, Olympic Games, Thomas Cup, Uber Cup   

C. The above rule does not apply to the entry who is still eligible to play in Regular Events, but Level “A” only, when
1. He/She reaches age of 50 years old.
2. Entry in Double Events and his/her partner was not a national player nor has  
taken part in any of the above world games.
D. Champions and runners-up of year 2006, 2007 should register for Level “A” in the 2008 Morning Cup Championships.
E. Participant is free to pair with player of other nationality.

F. Father & Son (daughter)/ Mother & Son (daughter) Doubles will be determined by 
parents’ age. Husband & Wife Doubles will be determined by the husband’s age. 
Son-in-law and daughter-in-law are regarded as son and daughter.

G. Players can take part in the junior age category events, but are not allowed to join the senior age category events.

H. Event in level “A” or level “B” of the same age category may be combined when either one has less than three entries; or, may be cancelled if total entry is still less than three.
I. Those who have not won any titles in the Morning Cup for the past three years can
apply to play in level “B”.

J. All players should bring along identification documents for verification when necessary. 
K. Participant can register 3 entries in maximum; but not allowed to register for the same age category of both Level “A” and “B”.
L. Entry Fee: Free for foreign players.
